VST as specified in Chapter 1, Section 15 of the AKC Tracking Regulations.

The drawings for entries and alternates will be conducted in accordance with Chapter 1,
Section 17 of the AKC Tracking Regulations. These TD/TDU/TDX/VST Tests are open to
all breeds, with preference given to Golden Retrievers.

The drawing will take place at Susan Palius’ home at 8:00 AM on Thursday, April 17, 2025
or as soon as practicable thereafter. After the entry limit is reached in TD, TDU, TDX or
VST, an alternate list will be prepared with positions assigned according to the order in
which they were drawn.
